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Update

An ancient philosopher once said, “Nothing endures but
change.”  Nearly two millennia later, these words still ring
true as our nation, our state, and even our community are
making adjustments to cope with the ongoing economic
recession.  Like almost every other non-profit, InterFaith
Health Clinic has not gone untouched by the economic
downturn, and the clinic recently made significant pro-
gram and staffing changes to reduce its budget for the
2011 fiscal year.

In 2007, InterFaith Health Clinic received a three-year grant from the United Way of Greater Knoxville.  The
grant funded a program known as the Medical Home Initiative to create additional medical homes on top of
those the clinic was already providing. The objective of this grant was to provide 2,250 new medical homes for

low-income, uninsured residents of Knox County.  InterFaith met and
exceeded the initiative’s goals, having provided over 4,000 new medical
homes at the end of June.  The grant period ended on July 1, 2010, how-
ever, meaning that InterFaith will lose nearly half a million dollars, or
roughly 21% of the clinic’s annual budget, in funding during the 2011 fiscal
year.  This loss, coupled with a decrease in individual donations and
foundation grants, forced the clinic’s leadership to evaluate potential
solutions.

The InterFaith Health Clinic board of directors divided into two committees
in June 2009 to strategically study the impact of losing the three-year grant
on InterFaith’s services. Following months of study by the Revenue
Generating and Healthcare Services committees, the board of directors
identified cuts in every department.  Because the board believes these cuts
will have the least impact on our
patients, the following changes were
made effective June 1st.

First, InterFaith is no longer purchasing medications for dispensing.
Because the $4 prescription programs at local retailers have demon-
strated staying power, our patients can obtain some of their medications
from these programs, with other medications being received at little or
no cost through patient assistance programs.  Because prescription

How Can I Help InterFaith?

Sometimes, life is just hard.  The single
mother of three who’s struggling to
afford health care for her children can
attest to this, and so can the middle-
aged construction worker who needs a
surgery he can’t afford.  InterFaith is
also facing hard times right now, with
the economic downturn placing a
significant financial strain
on the clinic.

The recently passed
national health care
legislation has also ad-
versely impacted
InterFaith, due to the
misperception that the
government is already
taking care of the uninsured.  Many
individuals believe that, since the
passage of the bill, there’s no need for
clinics like InterFaith because the
government is providing health care
for the uninsured.  While that is the
eventual goal of the legislation, the fact
is that nothing has changed as of yet
for InterFaith’s patients.  They still
need a place where they can see a
doctor, get their teeth worked on, and
get their medications.  They still need
a medical home with access to consis-

tent, quality, and affordable health
care.  And at least until the health
care reform bill is fully implemented,
they still need InterFaith.

Life is hard right now at InterFaith.
We’re taking care of more people
with fewer dollars.  We recently laid

off several staff members
because we could no longer
afford to pay their salaries.
We’re shouldering extra duties
and pulling extra shifts so that
our patients’ care isn’t im-
pacted.  We’re struggling to
find new donors when the
prevailing belief is that the
government is caring for the

uninsured.  But we’re thankful that
even in the hard times, we’re learning
how to better empathize with our
patients, who know what it’s like to
live through hard times.

And it’s during the hard times that
we’re most thankful for your support.
Thank you for all you have done, are
doing, and will continue to do to
ensure that our uninsured friends and
neighbors have access to health care
they can afford.
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InterFaith’s mission is to provide working uninsured patients with access to
affordable healthcare.  In a day and age in which prescription drugs are used as
health maintenance and prevention tools, InterFaith recognizes the fact that
medications are often an integral part of a patient’s treatment plan.

Because many of our patients work low-wage jobs that cause them to
struggle with the costs of basic healthcare, costly prescription medications are
unaffordable without health insurance.  InterFaith addresses this need by provid-
ing our patients access to prescription medications through an on-site medication
dispensary.  InterFaith’s medication dispensary is stocked with three to five
medications from each drug class, excluding narcotics, and all prescriptions –
regardless of cost – are available to patients for a flat $5 handling fee.

Staffed by a clinical pharmacist and volunteers, InterFaith’s medication
dispensary serves as a resource to both patients and physicians.  InterFaith’s staff pharmacist, Amy Warner,
provides medication counseling to patients, fills prescriptions, manages the dispensary’s supply, and facili-
tates patient assistance programs.  InterFaith’s staff and volunteer providers also consult with Amy about the
most appropriate drug to use in a patients’ treatment plan.

Medications in InterFaith’s dispensary are both purchased and donated, with the bulk of drugs
donated by pharmaceutical companies through patient assistance programs.  About 70% of medications are
dispensed to manage chronic conditions, with the remaining 30% of drugs dispensed to treat acute illnesses.
Last fiscal year, InterFaith dispensed over $2 million in medications, 92% of which was donated.

With patients paying only $5 for a one-month supply, potentially lifesaving prescription drugs that
were once unaffordable are now a regular part of our patients’ treatment plans.  In fact, during our most
recent fiscal year, InterFaith’s patients have saved an average of 97.4% by getting their prescription drugs at
InterFaith.  The following two illustrations are real-life examples of two actual patients at InterFaith.  Both
patients were paying full-price for their medications prior to coming to InterFaith, and both familes were
struggling to come up with the money to pay the patient’s monthly prescription costs.

Nothing says “Happy Valentine’s Day” like a delicious cupcake, and that
cupcake tastes even sweeter when it helps uninsured workers gain access
to health care.  That’s the premise behind InterFaith’s newest fundraiser,
Sweets to the Sweet.

A first-annual fundraiser, Sweets to the Sweet was centered around Valentine’s Day and raised money for
InterFaith by selling cupcakes, with each cupcake purchase supporting one patient visit at the clinic.  The cupcakes
were specially designed for the fundraiser by the Cupcakery and could be purchased for $50 each.  Clinic staff
and volunteers delivered the cupcakes on February 13th and 14th along with notification that one patient visit was
purchased in the recipient’s honor.

Around 400 cupcakes were purchased this year and the fundraiser brought in proceeds of $19,000, which will
provide for about 475 patient visits.  “We’re thrilled that Sweets to the Sweet was this successful in its first year,
and we’re really looking forward to expanding it next year,” said Nina Bowling, Director of Development and Public
Relations at InterFaith.  “I think people enjoy being able to express appreciation to their friends and loved ones
and also being able to help the underserved at the same time,” she said.

medications are a vital part of many patients’ treatment
plans, InterFaith is fortunate to receive donated medica-
tions to pass along to our patients.

Secondly, InterFaith’s dental department saw sweeping
changes, as most paid staff positions were eliminated in
favor of returning to a volunteer-based model.   Al-
though the return to a volunteer-based model may result
in decreased volumes, the clinic is thankful that our
patients will still have access to limited general dentistry
services.

Finally, InterFaith’s evening clinics have been reduced to
three evenings per week.  Evening clinics have met a
two-fold need among our patient population: providing an
alternative appointment time for those patients who
cannot leave work to come to a daytime appointment,
and providing a health care option during a time when
uninsured individuals are most likely to visit emergency
departments for acute health care needs.  The clinic’s
leadership felt that the complete elimination of evening
clinics would have been too detrimental to the health of
our patients, and so evening clinics are now being held
on Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday evenings until 8 p.m.

Nearly two months following the staff and program
changes, InterFaith is pressing forward to provide the
best possible care for our patients.  Despite the loss of
nearly one-fourth of our staff, not one single patient was
discharged from the clinic.  Employees are shouldering
extra responsibilities and volunteers are digging deep to

ensure that our patients have continued access to afford-
able health care services.

In addition to the uncertainty surrounding staff and
program reductions, InterFaith also faces uncertainty in
regard to the recently passed national health care plan.
Over the past two decades, the health care climate in our
country has changed dramatically, and the recently
adopted national health care plan promises to impact
InterFaith’s patient population – the working uninsured.
While we are hopeful that all of our patients will gain
access to affordable and comprehensive health insurance
coverage, the fact remains that we do not know all of the
implications of the new plan, nor do we know how com-
prehensive it will or will not be.  One of the few things we
do know is that not one single service is slated to begin
until 2013.  This is 2010.  We have patients and you have
neighbors that need our help now.  Although the national
health care plan has created some uncertainty regarding
the clinic’s future, InterFaith is committed to providing
health care homes as long as the need persists.

Whether it’s staffing changes brought about by a budget
crunch or national health care legislation, InterFaith
realizes that change is inevitable.  And while change is
never easy, we are confident that the clinic will be stron-
ger and more efficient after weathering the storms of
change.  Whether we’re celebrating the past or looking
ahead to the future, we are honored to be standing
alongside you – our ambassador, volunteer, or donor – as
we embrace the changes of the future together.
