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The Plight of the

     For years I have been burdened by the plight of the
uninsured and underinsured. I have watched as doctors,
politicians, the media, medical organizations, charitable
groups and social organizations have tried to develop
solutions to this “scandal of humanity” in our country.
They mean well and want to help but after hundreds of
plans, suggestions and political promises, nothing is
happening. I applaud the AMA for its
recent prioritizing of the dilemma of the
uninsured, but those who could make it
happen are not listening. I am not going to
discuss all the plans and programs for
making this change since, out of the
hundreds of possibilities, none are near a
reality, but I am going to concentrate on the
devastation of this terrible problem. This
time, for me, it is personal.
     Journalists, editors and writers know that
what attracts the attention of most readers
are stories about people, called “human
interest” articles. Talking about the unin-
sured may bring concern to most but telling
a story about someone’s individual problem often drives
the message home; as I said, this time it is personal.

     Tom, my 37-
year-old son, was
killed in a moped
accident in July.
Tom lived a
troubled life. At a
very young age
he became
addicted to
alcohol and was
in and out of

treatment facilities. I was fortunate to be able to provide
this care, since only as a youth did he have health
insurance. He was an alcoholic with many times of
sobriety but could not seem to find happiness, and thus
would lapse back into the only thing that dulled his
mind: alcohol. During his sober periods he worked at
many jobs but was never offered insurance. He lived a

simple life. I paid his rent and tried to
care for him. He did not have a car and
his only means of transportation was a
moped.
     He was a loving and tender individual
and was generous to a fault. At his
memorial service our minister, Rev.
James McTyre, described Tom in the
following manner: “In so many ways,
Tom Gerkin got it right. In so many
ways he was the first to show compas-
sion, to whomever, wherever. It was not
because he wanted anything in return,
but simply because compassion was the
right thing to do, and because he

couldn't imagine doing otherwise. Did you need food?
Tom would get on his moped and bring it to you. Did
you need clothes? Tom would give you the new suit
that his family had just given him, because he knew you
needed it more than he. Did you need something fixed?
Tom could fix it, or he could provide you with the
information, or the spare parts, to fix it yourself. Did
you need a friend? Tom would be your friend. It was
that simple. What you saw was what you got. Tom was
an authentic, genuine, caring soul ... an amazing vision
of God's amazing grace.”
     I am not writing this because I want more concern; I
have already received that. My friends and colleagues

Financial Support - One of the most
important ways you can support
InterFaith is by providing financial
support.  The average cost of one
patient visit is $55.  Patients pay an
average of $15, making the cost to the
clinic $40.  Every $40 you donate will
provide for one patient encounter.

     How do we equitably provide quality
healthcare?  I wish there was a simple solution.
Now the question is even bigger.  How do we
provide equitable quality care when our eco-
nomic situation is declining?  More people out
of work, more people losing their homes, and
more companies reducing or eliminating
benefits.
     Right now, we have more
people needing our care, but less
money coming in to provide that
care.  When donors are losing
their jobs, they can’t donate.
When foundations use investment
income to fund grants, they have
to reduce the amount they give.
When municipalities are receiving
less revenue from sales tax or something else,
they can’t provide the same level of support.
     This is the toughest economic climate I have
seen in my lifetime.  Some of you lived through
the crash of 1929.  I realize that we haven’t
reached that level of despair yet, and my prayers
are that we don’t.  However, we can’t just
dismiss the situation we are in.
     Back to the original question – how do we
provide affordable quality healthcare?  I am not
smart enough to answer that question across the
board.  But I can tell you how we are going to
do it at InterFaith.
     First, we are going to do it patient by patient,
day by day, and week by week.  Second, we are
going to prepare for the worst while expecting
the best.  As always, we are relying on the buddy
system.  You know what I mean.  In kindergar-
ten you learn the buddy system.  In a group,

there is a greater chance somebody knows the
answer if you don’t.  More than likely your
strength will help someone else with his or her
weakness.  Someone else might have the
resource to meet your need.  The buddy
system is the only way we know how to
survive.  We will continue to build our

network of partners because that’s the
only way we know how to weather
the storm.
     Finally, we expect the widow’s
mite to serve many.  We expect to
feed thousands with a few fish and
loaves of bread.
     Are you in a more difficult
situation than you have been?  You
are in our thoughts and prayers.  Do

you have a need we can meet?  Let us know.
It is only by leaning on each other that we will
accomplish great things.
     There will be a point in time when we will
look back at our current economic times.  We
might remember this as a time of disappoint-
ment and sadness.  Or, we will remember this
has a time that miracles occurred.  A time
when we as a community took care of our
own.  A period time that will inspire us in the
future.  It all depends on us.  We have no
control of the situation, but we do have
complete control of how we respond.
     Join us.  Give what you can.  Let us help
you if we can.  Then, watch what happens.
You’ll be astonished at the outcome.

While many of our supporters are well

acquainted with the clinic’s history and function,

not many people know about a sister organization

that is becoming increasingly important to the

clinic’s success – the InterFaith Health Clinic

Foundation.  The IHC Foundation

is a separate entity with an

independent board of directors

whose primary goal is to

financially support the clinic.

Established in 2002, the

IHC Foundation has for many

years assisted with various

fundraisers, such as the clinic’s

signature event, M*A*S*H Bash.

Recently, however, the IHC

Foundation Board has focused its energy on

establishing long-term financial sustainability for

InterFaith Health Clinic.  Because IHC’s

operational budget is currently very dependent on

grants – a source of income that can vary widely

from year to year – the IHC Foundation would like

to generate an income stream that could be used to

replace grant funding that has lapsed or is no longer

available.  The vehicle they have chosen to generate

this income is an endowment fund through the East

Tennessee Foundation.

The InterFaith Health Clinic Foundation

Fund was established with the East Tennessee

Foundation in August 2008 with an initial

contribution of just over $29,000.  The IHC

Foundation Board of Directors hopes to grow the

endowment fund exponentially, in order that

recurring, substantial contributions can be made to

the clinic’s operating budget.  Currently, the IHC

Foundation Board of Directors is in the process of

planning and soliciting donors for the endowment

fund.

“A donation to the InterFaith

Health Clinic Foundation Fund is an

investment in our community,” said

Foundation Board president Randy

Williams.  “Giving to the endowment will

help ensure that InterFaith is there to meet

the needs of the working uninsured ten,

even twenty years down the road,” he said.

Randy also noted that donating to the

endowment is not the only way to

contribute to InterFaith’s long-term

sustainability – bequests and other planned

giving vehicles are also an option.

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have showered us with love and hope beyond expectation. I
don’t tell you this so you will feel sorry for Tom, for as the
minister said, “Tom is in heaven now. The peace that on earth
was beyond his understanding is now his in fullness. He can
rest.” I tell you this story because Tom was uninsured and
probably died because of this. He wrecked his moped, was
encouraged by his friends to go for care but, as so many
uninsured do, he said, “I have no money and the ‘bill collec-
tors’ are already at my door from my last emergency room
visits.” When we heard he was hurt we called, and he played
it down to just bruises and assured us he was okay. He bled to
death internally after six rib fractures contused his lung.
Tom’s total estate was the $14.00 he had in his pocket. I am
not angry because many other things could have been similar
and the ultimate result the same, but being uninsured can be
bad for your health—in fact, it is often fatal, as it was for
Tom. Often, because we don’t see people dying in the streets,
we think that somehow they manage to get care. As doctors,
we know only too well that hospitals must see all who show
up in their emergency room and millions of dollars worth of
health care is donated by doctors, healthcare clinics and
hospital systems, but many never show up for that care.

     The impact on individuals who experience episodes of not
having insurance is becoming more understood. A recent
study found that people who either had no health insurance or
lost it had a 17-20 percent risk of an overall decline in health,
compared with a 7.2 percent risk for people with continuous
insurance.
     In a study published in the Annals of Internal Medicine,
the lead author Andrew P. Wilper, MD, said, “Americans with
chronic disease like diabetes or high blood pressure are not
getting adequate treatment, because they are among the
nation’s growing ranks of uninsured.” This study is the first
detailed look at the health of the uninsured and it estimates
that “about one of every three working-age adults without
insurance in the United States has received a diagnosis of a
chronic illness. Many of these people are forgoing doctors’
visits, or relying on emergency rooms for their medical care.”
The authors pointed out that some of these patients “may face
early disability and death for lack of care,” a result which is
“at odds with statements by policy makers who argue that the
predicament of uninsured persons is often voluntary and
rarely consequential.”
     Throughout history, doctors and hospitals have provided
much charity care or, in today’s language, uncompensated
care. Hospitals of the 21st century were founded from the
almshouses and public charities of the 18th and 19th centu-
ries. Today, doctors and hospitals continue to try to provide
this care, but the high costs of medical services and the

dwindling number of government programs are forcing
many to require some payment and have more aggressive
efforts to collect it. Doctors rightly expect to be paid a
reasonable fee for their services without undue difficulty
in collecting it. Most want to continue to provide uncom-
pensated services, but it is obvious that physicians and
hospitals must limit the amount of unpaid care if they are
to remain economically viable. I emphasize the latter
point noted above—that those without insurance may or
may not receive services. Most of our uninsured are not
like Tom. About 80 percent of the uninsured were in
working families, families that labor to support them-
selves on meager wages in jobs that offer no benefits. Of
this employed group, 20–22 million people who were
uninsured had full-time jobs and six-to-seven million
have part-time jobs. Four of five uninsured people are
U.S. citizens. A final striking statistic is that medical care
debts contribute to 54.5 percent of personal bankruptcies
and threaten the solvency of solidly middle-class Ameri-
cans, not even considering those at the poverty level.
     There are many reasons why so many Americans are
uninsured. The diversity and change in the economy has
resulted in more individuals finding themselves in
positions of unemployment or underemployment; even
employed individuals may find that healthcare benefits
are beyond their reach. In difficult economic times,
employers drop health insurance coverage as a benefit or

move more of the costs to the employees. If it is available,
single and family coverage may be cost-prohibitive for
many. It is estimated as many as 20-25 percent cannot
afford the premiums. Today, it is even worse for individu-
als relying on government-sponsored health insurance
such as Medicaid. Budget deficits at the federal, state, and
local levels have resulted in reductions in coverage and
removal of many from the Medicaid rolls, typical of the

“low hanging fruit” that is part of the tragedy evident in
Tennessee.
     When I think about the wealth of our country, the most
generous people in the world when it comes to giving, I am
astounded and contemplate afresh the profound inequities of

health care in America. We’re the only developed nation
that can’t find ways to insure everyone, even though we
spend one-third more per capita on health than the next
biggest spender, Switzerland. The episodic services the
uninsured receive are an example of the myth of continuity
of care for this population.
     We spend billions of dollars correcting the mistakes of
our government, financial institutions, and businesses that
are failing because of mismanagement, and on the “pork
barrel” expenditures politicians use to secure “votes” in their
districts. I often wonder if I have contributed to the problem
by doing “mission work” in other, so-called “less industrial-
ized countries,” assuring myself of a “feel good” stance.
Now, I know the pangs of poverty, illness and depravation
of those places and admire the medical personnel who
choose to serve there, but I think Stan Brock (formally of
“Wild Kingdom” fame) hit it right when he changed the
main mission of the Remote Area Medical (RAM) organiza-
tion to service in Tennessee’s Rural AMerica, rather than
abroad. He saw the devastation of the uninsured “at home”
that all of us discover when we volunteer with this incred-
ible organization.

     So why do I still believe we have failed to face the plight of
the uninsured? First, because we have not yet managed to fully
understand this terrible fault of the health system and turn our
heads to the ways in which the uninsured get abandoned.  We
have a duty to frequently and aggressively tell the story of how
the richest nation on earth methodically undermines the health
and longevity of at least one in seven of its citizens.
     We often look for statistics to quote to make ourselves feel
better either way, and many Americans also believe the
uninsured suffer little in the way of health consequences, but
we can cite a range of studies that clearly document the
opposite. It is often part of the scheme of politicians and
“healthcare experts” to make us ignore this catastrophe;
Sociologist Ruth Siedel said, “Social statistics are human
beings with the tears washed away.” It’s true. Statistics on the
uninsured and underinsured look very different to me now.
When I think of Tom, I can see the people behind the numbers;
I can see the tears and fears of sick people and their families
fighting illness and a system that contributes to their pain. This
is something we can’t wash away and shouldn’t turn away
from. Our system has to change.
     Those responsible for this degeneracy need to look out for
my pen and my voice. I and many like me are on the attack and
will not stop until something is done to reverse this decadency
on humankind. This time it is personal!
